Each submission may comprise up to three prints (film-based or digital) in Colour or
Black and White (no slides). Each print must be mounted on card to a maximum mount
size of 12" x 16” (30.5cm x 40.5cm) with the title (if any) and entrant’s name, address
and telephone number on the back. Framed entries cannot be accepted

Each submission must be accompanied by a fee of £10 (cheques made payable to
artsrichmond). Entrants may make any number of submissions, each comprising a
maximum of three prints and each accompanied by a £10 entry fee
